
Minutes of Regular Monthly Meeting of Board of Directors

Sky Bryce Association, Inc.

April 23, 2010

The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Directors of Sky Bryce Association, Inc. (SBA) was called to order by President Joyce Findlay at 9:02 a.m. on Friday, April 23, 2010 at the Association meeting room located at 7200 Supinlick Ridge Road, Basye, Virginia.

Board members present were:  President Joyce Findlay, Vice President Robert Frey,   Treasurer David Franz, Secretary Moyne Gross, David Liberatore, Nancy Lovallo, George Rogers, Dick Tanczos and newly appointed Board member Thomas Migdal. Also present was Bonnie Henry-SBA Business Manager/Assistant Secretary.  There were no non-Board members present.

The President noted that Thomas Migdal had been appointed at the March Board meeting to fill the vacancy left by Larry Williams’ resignation.  Mr. Migdal will serve on the Board until the next election in November, 2010. 

Approval of Minutes:  A motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes of the Board of Directors meeting held on March 26, 2010.  Unanimously approved.

Approval of Agenda:  Motion was made and seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Unanimously approved.

President’s Report:  President Joyce Findlay reported that she had met with Rob Schwartz, General Manager of Bryce Resort.  Mr. Schwartz wanted to inform the SBA Board that, as of this year, Bryce Resort will not be opening their community pool and asked whether SBA would be interested in helping run this activity.  After some discussion, it was decided that SBA did not want to do so.
Treasurer’s Report:  Treasurer David Franz reviewed the balance sheet and statement of revenues and expenses for FY 09-10 as of March 31, 2010 (Appendix A).  Mr. Franz noted that snow removal was over budget by twice the approved amount; road maintenance was under; and legal fees were under. 

Business Manager's Report:  SBA Business Manager Bonnie Henry reported on two requests for Property Owners’ Association Disclosure Packages received since the last Board meeting.  She has received several inquiries from property owners wanting information on building.  Resale activity seems to be picking up.  Two trees, in bad shape behind the SBA offices, will be removed by Troy Delawder at a cost of $725.  This tree removal cost will be taken out of Administration’s budget and will make room for building extra storage space.  SBA has received $411 from mulch services.
Comments from Non-Board Members on Non-Agenda Items:  None

Standing Committee Reports:

Architectural: Chair David Franz reviewed the committee’s activities for the period March 26, 2010 to April 22, 2010 (Appendix B).  Mr. Franz reported that a request to park a Shenandoah County school bus adjacent to Cottonwood Drive at 8504 Supinlick Ridge Road was rejected per Covenant 6.25.  The school bus would be parked less than 20 feet from Cottonwood Drive.  The school bus will continue to be parked on Stoney Creek Sanitary District’s property.

Budget and Personnel: Chair Nancy Lovallo reminded committee chairmen that budget requests for FY 10-11 are due.  The proposed budget for FY 10-11 will be presented for approval at the May meeting of the Board of Directors.  

Environmental: Chair Thomas Migdal reported on a recent meeting he had with H. B. Lantz regarding the testing of the water in Lake Laura.  A grant has been obtained for a three year water study.  Mr. Lantz is looking for volunteers to take the daily water samples.  There were several questions regarding the formation of the Concerned Lake Laura Citizens’ group and the reasons for testing the Lake Laura water.  Mr. Midgal stated that he will ask Mr. Lantz to attend a SBA Board meeting to give a more detailed presentation on this issue.  The Board agreed to a short presentation.

The safety of the Lake Laura dam was discussed.  The dam does not meet the 500 year flood requirements.  This dam was built in the 1960’s to meet the 100 year flood requirement for earthen dams but the State has recently changed the requirements.  It was noted that Bryce Resort, Shenandoah County Board of Supervisors and other State agencies are addressing this issue.   
Legal:  No report. 
Long Range Planning:  Chair Richard Tanczos had nothing to report and mentioned that the SBA Long Range Planning Report, approved August 28, 2009, will probably not be reviewed or updated for another four years. 

Patrol:  Chair George Rogers reviewed the SBA Patrol Report for March 26, 2010 thru April 20, 2010. Mr. Rogers reported that it was decided that the incident, where shots were fired near Basswood Lane, occurred off Bryce Mountain property.  The incident with the burn pit was checked into to see if the owners had given their renters SBA’s covenants/restrictions and rules.

Mr. Rogers reported that the Lake Laura Homeowners Association (LLHA) has signed the Service Patrol Agreement with SBA for the period July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2012.  SBA Patrol provides general visual surveillance of the LLHA’s storage building located at the end of Pheasant Drive in Section 6. 
Mr. Rogers brought up the subject of ATV vehicles and golf carts being allowed access to all roads on Bryce Resort and a long discussion followed.  

Publications and Liaison:  Chair Moyne Gross had nothing to report.  Business Manager Bonnie Henry noted that articles were not due until August for the October issue of the Sky Bryce Beacon.
Roads:  Chair Bob Frey reported that the transfer of services provided by a contractor to being done by SBA’s our staff is going better than expected.  Mr. Frey noted that two fuel tanks have been placed in the rear parking area for our trucks and off road equipment; security lighting has been installed in equipment area; and all radios and emergency lights are now installed on our vehicles.  The past terminology of road maintenance, trash collection, and snow removal has been combined into road services.  The office for road services is set up.
Mr. Frey discussed the first trash collection as being a success.  He noted the need for another dump trailer and a 4th worker, outlining the reasons for both.  He finished with a well deserved thank you to SBA Business Manager Bonnie Henry for all of her invaluable help given to this transition.
Stoney Creek Sanitary District Liaison:  No report.  

Old Business:  There was no old business.

New Business:  There was no new business.
